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In 1998, California passed the California Public School Library Act. For the first four years (1998 -2002), it provided
$158,500,000 or $28 per student to public schools. By late 2002, the funding was reduced to $31 million or $5.12 per
student. Though our enroliment has continued to climb our funding has plummeted. In 2005, the State reallocated li brary
funds to SLIP and reduced the specific Library funding line item to zero.

High quality subscription services are very expensive and require a steady, dedicated source of funding. The California
Model School Library Plan suggests 2 subscription databa ses per school. Appendix H

Routinely purchasing current technology to fit the needs of the ever changing electronic resources is costly and requires
ongoing and reliable funding.

Funding for library resources:
